Washhurn Gonference Ties

Throughout its athletic history, Washburn has looked beyond the state borders of
Kansas to find conference affiliations. The university has competed in nine different
conferences, including its current association with the Mid-America Intercollegiate
Athletics Association (MIAA), a NCAA Division II league of institutions in Missouri
and Kansas.

Washburn’s longest association was with the Central Intercollegiate Conference,
of which the Ichabods were members from 1941 to 1968. Like the MIAA, the CIC
included institutions in Missouri and Kansas.

Membership in three conferences were more regional in nature, forcing the
Ichabods to travel throughout five states. The Missouri Valley Conference consisted
of schools in Nebraska, Kansas, Oklahoma, Iowa and Missouri, many of whom are
currently NCAA Division I member institutions. Both the Rocky Mountain Athletic
Conference and the Great Plains Athletic Conference put the Ichabods on the road to
Colorado, Utah, New Mexico, Nebraska and Kansas.

Washburn has won two outright conference championships, while earning co-
championships four times. The Ichabods were Central Conference co-champions in
1931. They held the title of Central Intercollegiate Conference co-champions in 1949,
Rodey Mourtain Al Conference 1953, and 1954.

In 1964, Washburn won its first outright championship by claiming the Central

| Intercollegiate Conference title. Washburn’s most recent conference crown was won in
M 1983 as members of the Central States Intercollegiate Conference.
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'The Washburn Ichabods have appeared in four bowl games and two NAIA postseason games. The Icha-
bods are 4-2 in postseason appearances. Following are the games the Ichabods have appeared in and a
postseason record book for Washburn. The Aztec Bowl is not counted in the postseason records, as the
bowl game was considered an exhibition game and not counted in the Ichabods overall win-loss record
for the 1986 season. The Ichabods won their first NCAA Postseason game with their 36-33 win over
Northern State in the 2004 Mineral Water Bowl on Dec. 4, in Excelsior Springs, Mo.

After the Wolves scored 16 unanswered points in the fourth quarter to tie
the score at 33, the Ichabods drove 65 yards in nine plays in 1:41 to set up
Connor Sabel’s game-winning field goal of 32 yards. Senior quarterback Tyler
Schuerman completed 3-of-6 passes for 46 yards and scampered for 13 more
to set up the game-winning field goal.

'The Ichabods jumped out to an early 7-0 lead on a Schuerman to Sam
Sissom touchdown pass on the opening drive of the game. Sissom would set
a new Mineral Water Bowl record with 216 yards receiving and tied another
Mineral Water Bowl record with 11 receptions. Sissom was also named the
Offensive Player of the Game.

Northern State would cut the lead to 7-3 on a 25-yard field goal. On the
ensuing drive, Schuerman hooked up with Mike Odupitan for a 53-yard
touchdown strike that would push the Ichabods’lead to 13-3. Odupitan
finished the game also over the century mark in receiving yards with 119 yards
receiving on eight receptions. The lead was pushed to 20-3 on Jarod Tetuan’s
19-yard pass reeception from Schuerman.

After halftime, the Wolves scored 14 points in the second quarter as they
cut the Ichabod lead to 20-17.

In the fourth quarter, Trent Hearn scored on a 1-yard touchdown dive
capping a 93-yard scoring drive for the Ichabods and pushing the Washburn
lead to 27-17. The Ichabods would add to that after Calvin Stuckey’s second
interception of the game gave the Ichabods possession at their own 5-yard line
as the Wolves were preparing to score. Stuckey was named the Mineral Water
Bowl's Defensive Most Valuable Player.

'The Ichabods recorded their longest scoring drive of the season on a 95-
yard drive in nine plays as Jeff Scott caught a 16-yard touchdown pass from
Schuerman to put the Ichabods up 33-17.

‘The Wolves tied the score at 33 on scoring drives of 1:54 (9 plays, 76 yards)
and 0:35 (3 plays 71 yards) setting up the Ichabods game-winning drive.

Schuerman tied a Mineral Water Bowl record with his four touchdown
passes. Two others had set the Mineral Water Bowl record of four, both
were set by junior colleges, the Division II record was three. Schuerman also
finished with a career-high 400 yards passing completing 23 of 38 passes. His
400 yards passing would have been a new bowl record except for Toby Korrodi
of Northern State passed for 422.
