Her start
against Northwest Missouri with tie the school record for starts
with her 125 tying Brenda Shaffer-Dahl. The MIAA record is 129
set by ESU’s Emily Bloss (1997-2001).

» Senior Cindy Keeley has played in 124 games at Washburn career
and is 12th on the all-time 3-pointers made chart with 62 for her
career.

»The Lady Blues bench has outscored their opponents bench this
season 660-325.

»The Lady Blues have not allowed an opponent to shoot above 50
percent in a game in a streak of 62 contests - Angelo State was the
last time to hit 50 percent of their shots in the first round of the
NCAA Tournament in Springfield when they connected on 26 of
52 shots on March 12, 2005.

»The Lady Blues have not allowed an opponent to score 100 points in
242 straight games. The last foe to reach the century mark was on
Jan. 27, 1999 when ESU scored 106 points in a 40-point win.

»The Lady Blues are 220-79 (.731) all-time in MIAA play.

»Washburn is 95-10 in games in Lee Arena under head coach Ron
McHenry.

» Cindy Keeley moved into a tie for 19th in career blocks with 37. She
also moved into 14th on the all-time steals chart with 131.

»The Lady Blues have six seniors who will be honored on Feb. 24
after the Central Missouri game. Four of them, including Holly
Henrichs, Cindy Keeley, Megan Sullivan and Brooke Ubelaker
have been with the program for four years and have accumulated
a 114-10 overall record.
